Hanging Guts Project
The gastrointestinal tract forms a long tube, beginning in the mouth and ending in the anus.  Between these you will find:  the esophagus (or gullet), the stomach, the small intestine (the first part of which is called the duodenum), and the large intestine.  Also, it is joined by small tubes or ducts from the pancreas and gall bladder.  The pancreas, liver, and gall bladder are accessory organs of the digestive system.   Food is passed through the digestive tract by peristaltic action that is a rhythmic squeezing movements that flow along the muscles of the tract wall.  Food usually takes at least thirteen hours to pass through the whole system.  It generally stays in the stomach three to five hours, the small intestine four and a half hours, and the large intestine (where the sequence of meals may be jumbled) for five to twenty-five hours or more.

Instructions:

1. Make sure that you have sheet A, B, C, D, and E.  Put your name on every page
2. Neatly color all of the structures of the digestive system using the following coloring key:

	P = pink or flesh color
	B = blue
	R = red
	T = brown

	Pu = purple
	DG = dark green
	LG = light green
	LY = yellow

	DY = orange
	LP = light purple
	Br = light brown

3. Carefully cut out your colored structures.  Be neat and cut along the dark heavy lines.


4. Use your textbook, the information above, and the diagram below to assemble your digestive tract.

5. Assemble the digestive tract by taping the parts together.  The matching symbols will help you determine how the parts connect together.
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6. Use the larger labels provided to identify each major organ in your assembled digestive tract.  Fold the flap in half and write the name of the organ on the outside.  Inside the flap, describe the function of that structure using the vocabulary from the beginning of the chapter. (see #8)
7. All labels should be written neatly and clearly using black ink.

8. Functions should be written in bullet point form.  Color code the bullet points to identify the type of GI tract activity.  Use the code below:
    Blue – absorption

Orange – ingestion


Red – mechanical digestion


Brown – defecation


Green – chemical digestion



Purple - propulsion   

9. Use the smaller labels to identify the regions of the stomach, divisions of the small intestine and large intestine, and the appendix.

10. Attach the label by taping the point to the back of the structure.  Make sure that the label can be seen from the front of your GI tract.  

11. Put your name on the back of the stomach.
